1942 A Highly Important Australian WWII POW Changi Document, a two page, type written speech (on recycled order book paper) delivered by the then Lieutenant-Colonel 'Black Jack' Galleghan, the appointed commander of the Allied prisoners in Changi Gaol in Singapore. Previously, Gallenghan was the commanding officer of the 2/30th Infantry Bn, AIF, having seen action in the defence of Malaya in early 1942. Initially, the Allied Prisoners of War were directed by their Japanese captors to sign an illegal document stating that they would not undertake to try & escape from captivity. The defiant Allied POW's, bar three, refused to sign. The POW were then moved into a smaller compound & had their rations greatly reduced, & placed under direct threat of execution. As their situation seemed dire & with serious illness increasing daily at an alarming rate, Lt-Col Galleghan chose to issue this order & therefore save the lives of the 15,000 Allied prisoners under his command. Feeling that he had no choice after the breakdown of negotiations with the senior Japanese Officer, Galleghan produced this epic speech. The order to sign the document was given & Australian & British lives were saved. After the War, Galleghan was to head the Australian Military Mission to Germany in 1948-49 & was instrumental in finding for many displaced persons, a new beginning & new hope in Australia. Hon Major-General Sir Frederick Gallagher 'Black Jack' Galleghan DSO, OBE, ISO, ED. Was knighted in 1969 & passed away in 1971. VGC. (P)

In the unit history of the 13th Bn, "The Fighting Thirteenth" Finch is mentioned on page 151 describing the battle of Hamel, "In all of this great advance into the unknown, from the time we crossed the Green Line, our scouts & Lewis-gunners were naturally the first to come onto the enemy or under their fire, & without exception, they were wonderful, over and over again rushing posts, or drawing enemy fire while their mates did so. The Lewis-gunners generally fired from their hips as they rushed ahead in order to get better shots at runaway bodies of enemy, or at machine-guns holding up any part of the advance. Corporal Gerald Sexton (real name Maurice Buckley, who later won the V.C.) saved many lives by the almost incredible, even uncanny, promptness and skill with which he used his Lewis-gun, quickly silencing enemy opposition on four occasions. While advancing through crops south of Morcourt a hidden gun fired into the Bn and caused several casualties. Sexton stood up in full view of the enemy, calmly noted the position of the gun from the flashes & still standing, fired a magazine at the flashes and put the gun out of action. He received his DCM for the day's work. Pte. C. Finch vied with Sexton in this Lewis-gun work. Recommendation for DCM "During the advance near MORCOURT east of CORBIE on the 8th August 1918, Pte Finch was No,. 2 of a Lewis gun crew of one of the leading companies. Early in the action the whole of the crew except Private Finch became casualties. Finch then took charge of the gun & carried it and the spare parts bag, in addition to this panniers, right to the final objective. On more than one occasion during the advance he brought his gun into action most effectively, and when assisting to cover the consolidation, he continued to use his gun in a most aggressive manner. Observing an enemy machine gun in action on his flank he promptly engaged it. The enemy gunners immediately took cover but moving their gun to a better position, again opened fire upon our men digging in. Finch then, without regard to his own danger, rushed the gun killed two of the crew with a bomb, and took the remaining five prisoners, these & the gun; he brought to our lines single handed. Private Finch's great courage & fighting qualities cannot be too highly recommended." Official citation states: "For conspicuous gallantry and devotion to duty. At the commencement of the attack he was No.2 of a Lewis gun section. Early in the advance the whole crew except this man became casualties. He took charge of the gun and carried it and the spare parts, in addition to his panniers, to the final objective, several times bringing it into action with great effect, and covering the consolidation by this fire. Finally he rushed out & bombed a machine gun killing two and capturing five of the crew, bringing them and the gun back with him single handed." gVF. Rev: Ships names ('Vostok'/'Mirnyi'). Quantities of these medals appear to have been carried aboard ship as presentation/trade/propaganda pieces. Thaddeus Von Bellinghausen, 1778-1852. A Russian Naval Officer who contributed greatly to the exploration of the Antarctic. His expedition was probably the first to sight the actual Continent of Antarctica. In March 1819, Czar Alexander I of Russia announced 2 expeditions of Exploration, to the Arctic & Antarctic Oceans. Bellinghausen was appointed to lead the Antarctic Expedition with the ships "Vostok" & "Mirnyi" - Belinghausen commanding the first vessel. They reached the Antarctic in January 1820. After exploring areas within the Antarctic Circle, they headed North, arriving in Sydney in April 1820. Bellinghausen stayed in Sydney, entertained & re-victualled by the NSW Governor Lachlan Macquarie (under instructions from the Colonial Office) and was permitted to establish his Observatory on North Head. Entertainments included a trip to the Blue Mountains to see the 'Three Sisters' where the Russians also conducted scientific and geological studies including measuring the height of the Blue Mountains. He used Sydney as a base for several forays into the Pacific, finally sailing again for the Antarctic in November 1820. Upon departure, Bellinghausen was presented with the ultimate in souvenirs: a number of Holey Dollars! Bellinghausen's diary mentions his gift of one of these iconic Australian coins to the Viceroy of Peru. Bellinghausen left detailed & meticulous narratives of his stay in the early Colony of NSW & his official artist & officers have left valuable pictorial records of Sydney & its surrounds. Belinghausen eventually rose to the rank of Admiral. The 'Bellinghausen Antarctic Medal' is known in bronze, but is so rare in silver that it makes the Cook "Resolution & Adventure" Medals appear common! Probably the rarest of the Antarctic Medal series & with good Australasian provenance. Holed for suspension at 12 o'clock. gF. Provenance: Nick Kamper of Bundena (N.S.W.), ex boy Cossack aquired the item in the mid 20th Century from a Persian seaman dying in a Sydney Hospital who stated that he picked it up "in the South Sea Islands".
